Installation

The beauty of the Solid Verticale s that it can be
positioned in virually any direction. it can be
adjusted to follow the contours af your listening
room, yet small enough to be placed discreetly on 2
coffes fable if you wish,

If the speaker is destined for the geiling then use the
approprate countersunk screws

First detach the base from the stee) base plate by
unscrewing the bolt in the centre; The base plate
should now be totally free from the unit.

Then place the plate in position and mark the
mounting surface cearly and accurstely, making
sure that the plate s the right way up (See fig. 1)
Take cams to sworew Cown the base plate 1o a
structural joist or support, & ceiling or wallboarding
meaterial vl not be strong enough

Once the base plate |s securely in position and the
terminals have been connected (see instructions
bt} the Solid Verticale can be fined to the plate
by the centre boft

The Solid Bass Subwoofer i suitable for
placement arywhere in the room. However, do not
put it within 300mm of atelevision manitor as
it s not magnatically shielded,

Because the terminals afe corveniently sited on the
commer of the unit, the Solid Subwooter can be

* instafled at any angle — with one important
exctiption — do not place the unit in an Lpside
dipam pasition with the port facing the flooras this
substantially reduces the bass output

Positioning

The Solid Bass Subwoofer has been designed o
provide optimum restilts when placed near a wall,
ar b a comer to achieve maximum bass output
The Verticale Satellites will provide optimum
results if mounted in lstening position at ear ievel

Electrical Connection

The Solid Verticale System & suitable for
amplifiers of 20 watts 1o 100 walls,

Connect your amplifier left and right channets 1o
the Solid Bass Subwooter via the ‘amplifier in
input Mabke sure that Red + is connected to +
and Black — Ts connected to - .

The Verticale Iites are connected by
unscrevving the Bolt in the centre of the base from
the steed base plate, after prising out the cover

This revdals the terminals. Lsing a small screwdrmer
1o undo the terminals, slide the cable ends inside
and then tighten up the screws, (See Fig.2). Make
sy you eonnect Red 4+ and Black — correctly
MNow, using separate cables, connect

the Solid Satellites 1o the Subwoafer via
"Satellites out’

Please note that the Solid Verticale incorposates a
protection device which turrs down the input el
when the safe power handling limit ik reached
When this happens input should be reduced.
